Funding from Bord na Gaidhlig should be given prominence in any promotional
literature associated with the project, either by means of the logo or, in
some instances, a reference in the text. This includes leaflets, brochures,
programmes, posters, notices, display and exhibition materials, websites
and advertising.

Signs

The logo can be printed on a plaque or engraved directly onto a suitable
surface. The same principles of size and positioning apply to these situations
as apply to publications.

Images

Wherever possible, photographs of projects and events should be sent to
Bord na Gaidhlig each quarter, or on final completion of the project.

The Logo

Bord na Gaidhlig’s logo is available in a variety of formats; on disk, on CD
and it can be downloaded from the website . It is important that there is
consistent use of the logo and that it is given reasonable prominence, in
accordance with the size of the grant. The logo should appear in its entirety
and in a vertical format. It should not be stretched or compressed.

When using full colour, the logo should appear in Gold (PMS 125) and
Purple (PMS 669).

Publicity

News Releases

Each news release should clearly state that the project has been funded
by Bord na Gaidhlig. It should give the source, the amount and the date
of the award in a prominent position in the main body of the text. The Bord’s
PR & Marketing Manager can supply a quote for inclusion.

Launch

The Bord should be given an opportunity to be represented at the formal
launch or opening ceremony of any funded project or event. Invitations to
guests should make it clear that the project has been supported by Bord
na Gaidhlig either by means of the logo or a reference in the text.
Acknowledgement of Bord na Gaidhlig funding should be made in any
speeches at the opening.
