Gaelic Education in Scotland

Under the terms of the Gaelic Language
(Scotland) Act 2005 Bord na Gaidhlig has a
statutory responsibility to advise Scottish
Ministers and others on Gaelic Education. The
National Plan for Gaelic contains a detailed
National Gaelic Education Strategy which
provides a strategic approach to the
development of Gaelic education in Scotland.

Bord na Gaidhlig has established a National
Gaelic Education Steering Group to oversee
implementation of the strategy and to
contribute to the development of education
guidance and policy. The Group brings together
all the key national organisations with a locus
in Gaelic education and will focus on the key
development priority areas of:

Gaelic Medium Education: Early Years
Provision & Resources,

Gaelic Medium Secondary: Curriculum
Design,

Teacher Recruitment, Education and
Supply,

Gaelic Learners Education,

Gaelic Further and Higher Education.
